I have not been able to accept his death despite the fact that he has died in the service to the Dark Jedi Brotherhood. I have not been able to accpet his death despite the fact that three years passed since he got killed.

I am more inclined to agree with what I have heard once. The resignation comes after the same period of time for which the other factor influenced you. I have known him for seventeen years. It may take even seventeen years, before I will deal with the feeling of loss.

It is definitely not a nice experience to lose a Master, even if your training have ended long before Master's death. However, it is even worse to learn about death of your Master, if you have become close friends. Certainly, we were friends as much as the Dark Jedi can become friends. Yes, we both have been Dark Jedi. We have been members of House Scholae Palatinae, proud successors of Emperor Palpatine. Friendship among Dark Jedi? Yes, it is possible to establish such relationship.

We have respected each other. We have learned much from each other. We have learned on each other's successes and failures, victories and defeats, wise decisions and mistakes. We also have had enough time to forge our mutual trust in the heat of intense battles and to toughen our mutual trust in the cold of covert operations. Our acquintance has lasted for seventeen years. Indeed a long time.

He has been an extremely skilled warrior. Strong, agile, powerful. His mind has been sharp and he has proven himself to be an intelligent person. Despite his militaristic attitude, which has been of course quite understandable due to his career in the elite stormtrooper legion Hammer's Fist, he has been able to see the greater picture outside his past training and experiences. I have valued him and his knowledge about strategy and tactics very much, as he has taught me about these aspects of the fine art of warfare. Certainly, during the times, when we have been separated from each other, and since his death I have learned more about these matters. However, his training and advice have laid a solid foundation for further studies and have turned out to be extremely useful during my time in the Emperor's Hammer, Dark Ravens and the Dark Jedi Brotherhood.

Yes, there have been some tensions between us. They were inevitable, as we have had different personalities and we have focused on different matters. We have shared some common values, like loyalty and dedication to House Scholae Palatinae and to the Brotherhood, but have differed in other values and in ways to achieve the goals of the Imperial House and the Brotherhood. He has preferred to be fighting on the front line, while I have stressed the need to work behind the scene and to manipulate our enemies. These and other differences have made us argue from time to time, as we have seen many things in a completely different way.

It has turned out not to be a temporary co-operation set up as a response for a need of a moment, but it was meant as a long-term work for mutual benefits.

We have had plans for the future. Additional trainings and discussions, mutual missions for House Scholae Palatinae and the Dark Jedi Brotherhood. We have seen our relationship as a way to make our Journey to the Pinnacle easier, so that we might have work our way to true power and make our service to the Imperial House and to the Dark Jedi Brotherhood far more effective. Actually, we have had greater plans. We have wished to make the Empire reborn once again and to make it the most powerful government in the Galaxy again.

However, our plans and dreams have got suddenly scattered by his death. He has died in the service to the Dark Jedi Brotherhood, as he had wished to die, but it has brough an abrupt end to our alliance and co-operation. All our hopes have got ruined due to his unexpected death.

His death has been a shock to all members of the Dark Jedi Brotherhood, but it has influenced me in a particular way. He has been my Master. He has been my teacher. He has been my mentor. Even more importantly, he has been my friend. The only real friend, whom I have had through my entire life. Some people have managed to earn my respect. Such people have come both from my enemies and friends, as they have proved their loyalty, dedication, courage or skills. I have made short term alliances with them, if there was such need. However, I owe him to revenge his death. Certainly, it will not resurrect him. Still, I hope to finally find solice and comfort after his death.
