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After the destruction of Ooroo Abbey, the Jedi of Odan-Urr took shelter in the Arca Praxeum. 

 When their numbers began to grow however, the Praxeum was beginning to become crowded.  

It was at this time that the first Jedi House of the Dark Brotherhood expanded and became 

the first Jedi Clan of the Dark Brotherhood of Jedi, creating within it two houses; House 

Satele Shan and House Hoth.


Since the Jedi were an easy target for their enemies, the leaders of Clan Odan-Urr 

decided to place the houses in separate locations around the planet while keeping the clan 

leadership located at Arca Praxeum to oversee the training of new Jedi as well as keep a 

strong presence near the capital of New Tython, Menat Ombo.


House Satele Shan, named after former Grandmaster of the Jedi Order and descendant 

of Bastila Shan and the Jedi turned Sith Lord turned Jedi named Revan, would occupy the 

dense tropical rainforest of the continent of Kamuekiko.  Previously unexplored because of 

the dense vegetation, ruins of an ancient civilization were discovered by a small recon 

party after New Tython was liberated.  These ruins, long since abandoned, were claimed with 

permission from the governments of New Tython, and the arduous task of moving into the ruins 

was begun.


Several weeks into the move, the leaders of House Satele Shan and those Jedi who had 

decided to join them, had made very little progress transferring everything they needed to 

make the ruins a functioning base for their house.  The first step was to clear a place for 

shuttles and small vessels to land and take off from and this alone took two weeks to 

complete but once it was, the Jedi were able to make regular supply runs and the work began 

to go much smoother.  Until it had been completed, teams of Jedi had been carrying supplies through the forest.  Thanks to their training and connection to the Force, none died or were seriously injured.  Though those involved hoped to never have to attempt such a thing again.


The ruins, now being called Theron Keep after Satele Shan's son, was easily defended 

because of the dense forest surrounding it.  Large forces would be unable to approach it and 

attack.  This benefit was also a detriment.  As easy as it was to defend, it was just as 

difficult to evacuate.  If there was ever an attack from the air, the Jedi would have a hard 

time evacuating their base.  For this reason, the exact coordinates of Theron Keep were 

known only by the Jedi.


The landing pad, constructed by the Jedi after they cleared a less dense section of 

the forest ten kilometers away from the ruins, was connected to Theron Keep by a single path 

wide enough for speeders to move cargo to and from the ruins.  The landing pad itself was 

large enough to hold one cargo shuttle but in an emergency a second shuttle could land next 

to the other.  The pad itself was open to the sky but skillful camouflaging, a combination of 

technology and Jedi ingenuity, kept it hidden from prying eyes.


The Keep itself was mostly underground.  The surface structures gave the appearance 

that an ancient, non-technologically advanced civilization had created them but the secrets hidden 

beneath the stone structures told a different story.


Vast caverns had been dug out of the earth and stone had been put in for support; 

creating durable walls, floors and ceilings.  Tunnels dug at strategic locations give the 

impression that a turbo-lift system had once been in place.  Extensive work with cleaning and 

preparation of those tunnels allowed the Jedi of House Satele Shan to bring in their own 

turbo-lifts with minimal change to the structure of the complex.


With plenty of rooms for living quarters, offices and anything else the Jedi would 

need, Theron Keep gave the appearance of having been specifically constructed for the Jedi.  

With their knowledge of the Force, it was not unlikely that long ago, a Force-sensitive race had 

seen a vision of their need for a base for House Satelle Shan and had created it for them, 

leaving it untouched for centuries.
