An objective history

A compound cell linked with eight mini power cells. A blue treated Adegan crystal and an Adegan  focusing lense. Microscopic circuitry to control the aspects of the blade. All this encased into hilt made of maschined, starfighter-grade Dallorian alloy and Phobium with the Taldryan Crest made of brass branded onto it. The design is called Tundra and was awarded to Clan Taldryan for their efforts during the sacking of Salas V, only available to members of Clan Taldryan, this particular blade differs from its numerous siblings...

This one, featuring a purple hued blade, produced by an Adegan Crystal forged on Taruma and treated by the Krath of Taldryan was awarded to Rian Aslar, later Son of Taldrya by his Master Shaz'air Taldrya and the reigning Consul Vodo Biask Taldrya during his knighting ceremony. Being honored by this reward, Rian wielded this weapon for the next years in every conflict and against every threat Taldryan faced, leading the House's troops from the very frontline. With his ascend within the Leadership of the House the young Pantoran became more and more a symbol for the House, as did the lightsaber branded with its Crest. 

One of the many conflicts in which the lightsaber saw use happened shortly after his promotion to the rank of Dark Jedi Knight when tensions between the three Orders of the Brotherhood rose to a critical point and resulted in them fighting against one another for reasons known to none but a few and ended in the Obelisk Order being declared the most dominant of the three Dark Jedi Brotherhoods Orders.

When Rian became Quaestor he has reached a point where his lightsaber has become that much of an manifestation of the symbol it was supposed to be that the Obelisk felt the need to protect it from getting damaged and made it a ceremonial blade though the Taldrya continued to carry it at his side at all time.


"So is everybody here now?"


"Sir!"


"You all come straight from the Shadow Academy, right?

"Well then, one piece of advice... No, an order. This Crest, the symbol of a brotherhood 
within our brotherhood. Whatever happens, you, me, everyone here are member of Taldryan 
and as such protect your honor as you protect the honor of your brothers and sister in 
Taldryan." - Quaestor Rian Aslar talking to new members of Taldryan saluting them with his 
ceremonial lightsaber.
As ceremonial blade the lightsaber continued to serve Rian in the following years when he led Taldryan during the tenth Great Jedi War where the Clans were held up by reigning Grand Master Muz Ashen to invade and conquer the planet of New Tython and their Light Side Jedi Protectors, the Horizons plague where exiled Grand Master Zoraan sought to reclaim the Iron Throne he had once commanded in the mixture of fleet action and bio-warfare against the members of the Brotherhood

It also saw use in the Dark Crusade, a series of skirmishes between the members of the DarK Jedi Brotherhood and the followers of the One Sith Order as the two sides fought for control over the ancient Sith Worlds. For more than a year, the two sides battled back-and-forth seeking domination and destruction ending in what was called Fading Light where the One Sith attempted to make their last stand on their remaining worlds as most of their territory was then already lost to the Forces of the Dark Jedi Brotherhood. 

As the last worlds controlled by the One Sith fell to the Brotherhood, once again tensions rose between the Clans and Houses of the Brotherhood erupting into civil war after Grand Master Muz Ashen attempted to recreate the Rite of Obscuration, resulting in the devastation of Antei. 
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
