Slavery...slavery never changes. No matter, if we speak about innocent sentient beings or about war criminals, who have commited mass murders or other  heavy crimes against sentient beings. Slavery is a crime against the dignity and freedom of any sentient being. Slaver shall remain a crime against the dignity and freedom of any sentient being.

No reason or crime justifies to use one as a slave. There are numerous other ways to punish criminals after a fair trial. We may imprison them and separate them from the society until they redeem their crimes. We may sentence them for hard labour, especially if they have caused extensive damage to the infrastructure. We may have them repair the damages, which they have caused to their victims. We do not need to turn them into slaves, because we respect freedom and sanctity of life.

Also, the criminals may redeem themselves and repay their debts only if they have a chance to keep their dignity. Slavery deprives its victims of dignity, because it stops them from being sentient beings, but turns them into things instead. A thing has no free will. A thing belongs to someone else and may not own anything. A thing may be thrown away at any moment with no regard to its real value, as soon as it becomes useless to its owner.

While slavery may be considered to be extremely useful, because it provides free labour force, it is not only inappropriate, but also highly ineffective. A slave will never show initiative and creativity, because they are aware that their owners and persecutors will never let them go free, as they will rather prefer to utilize one's abilities to the maximum extend, instead of getting rid of a resourceful tool. Also, the owners of slaves will not allow their things to learn more than they think they need, as it might result in a rebel of their slaves. Thus, slaves will never achieve full capacity of their abilities and their potential will remain dormant. That is why any economy based on slavery is doomed to remain far behind the economic systems, which appreciate free will and decent salary for one's skills and knowledge.

Also, slaves must be constantly watched by guards. It makes them occupied, while their skills might be utilized somewhere else, if only the slaves were replaced with similarly skilled free-will sentient being or droids. It definitely is typical example of how not to waste one's resources in form of guards.

Finally, if slaves are utilized to work in extremely harsh conditions, especially in mines or without proper protective workwear, which is a common practice in such situations, they will never reach full efficiency and they will start to get seriously ill and to die in a relatively quick tempo. This is why, if any organisation depends on slaves to carry out the most difficult, exhausting and risky operations, it will require a constant inflow of new slaves, in order to replace the ones, who shall die in the result of accidents, punishments, wounds and diseases.

There is no reason that would make me agree for the use of slavery. As you can see, I have disproved all your arguments in favour of slaver, as it is not justified in any situation. I hope that you will understand this and join me in the holy crusade against any kind of slavery.
