Following Grand Master Muz Ashen’s retirement, Ashia spent time with him on Kytarau for a while before taking off for Dathomir. There she honed her hunting skills with her Rancor and spent time connecting to the Force and exploring Nightsister magic. It was there that she received word from Muz that he had found an apprentice of the One Sith on Tarthos and had discovered the whereabouts of several One Sith Lords that had escaped Korriban.  He bade her to return to Naga Sadow to hunt them down once and for all.
She set out with her husband, Muz Ashen and brother-in-law, Shikyo to hunt down and destroy what was left of the One Sith Lords. Extracting information and following numerous leads into the far reaches of space until their numbers started to dwindle significantly.  They were uncertain if they had made any real impact or if the remaining One Sith were just getting better at hiding from the Keibatsu.

Ashia was sent out on her own periodically to gather more intel to aid in their search.  One piece of intelligence was particularly enlightening.  During a routine excursion to Coruscant, she successfully gathered information on one, Trero Solpno, an administrator for the One Sith. She was able to find out his background and whereabouts after successfully persuading a smuggler, whose ego was bigger then his head (which was saying a lot since he was a Cerean), boasted about his recent dealings with the One Sith, to give up what he knew. He told Ashia about a stronghold deep within the catacombs of Coruscant’s undercity and about the security measures that were set up there. He was about to give her his heart when she took it from him and left him lying mangled in an alleyway.
Taking the information back to Muz, they devised a plan to track Trero and take him alive for interrogation. After a long drawn out mental beating, Lord Ashen successfully pried into the man’s head and found the information they were looking for.  Twelve Lords of the One Sith were spread out across the galaxy and plotting their counterinsurgency. 
Muz sent the information to the Iron Throne only for it to be ignored. Without prompt action, the One Sith could grow and become more of a threat to the Brotherhood then they already were, even bring about it’s destruction.  Muz’s desire for the Brotherhood to remain strong despite no longer being Grand Master was still great. He knew full well that it would take more then the three of them to stop the remaining One Sith, however the Throne would not acknowledge the threat.  Muz had only one recourse; he spoke to Naga Sadow’s Consul, Locke Sonije who agreed to help by re-opening Muz’s old Battle Team, the Night Hawks and give them headquarters beneath Kar Alabrek. Despite Ashia’s disloyalty to the Brotherhood, she agreed to be part of the Night Hawks and Clan Naga Sadow for the sake of her husband’s devotion to the Brotherhood.
