Firestorm

This drink is given its name because of the way it looks in the glass when served properly. Not as some suggest from the heat of any of the alcohol included in the mix. Effects of drinking this can be partial blindness, excessive tongue fuzziness, testicular shrinkage, and a desire to fly your personal speeder into a tree at high speed. This drink is NOT for lightweight drinkers and any weapons or keys the drinker has on his or her person should be turned over to a responsible person prior to imbibing.

Ingredients:

    1 oz Sunfruit Liqueur

    1 oz Old Janx Spirit

    1 oz Shesharilian vodka

    1 oz Tevraki whiskey

    2 oz (or less) sweet and sour mix

    2 oz (or more) Nabooian Tonic Water

Directions:

1. Combine the Sunfruit Liqueur and Old Janx Spirit in a shaker with dry ice.

2. Shake until slushy mess is formed. WARNING the “slush” WILL begin to eat through the metal of the shaker if left to long unattended, then the bar, the floor, etc.

3. In a tall tumbler add the Tevraki whiskey and Shesharilian Vodka and sweet and sour mix. 

4. Wait for the red of the vodka to begin to separate from the orange of the whiskey. It should look like a streaky sunset with flakes of bright yellow.

5. Pour slush from shaker into mix. Watch as it interacts with the other colors to form a deep fire red with yellow and orange “cinders” floating in it.

6. Hit with a shot or two of tonic water.

7. Carbonation from the tonic water should cause the “cinders” to swirl more and create a firestorm like effect.

8. Light drink on fire and serve.

9. Make sure the drinker blows out flame before drinking. This will prevent the drinker from setting his nose and eyebrows on fire, which while funny is bad for business.
