KiSteer 1284 Projectile rifle: Maintenance Guide (This is not an official guide for this weapon, for the official guide, consult your purchase documentation)
Required: 
Armourer's toolkit containing the following: 
· Hydro spanner set

· Autowrench set

· Micro driver set

· Bit driver and drill

· Mag-ratchet decoupler

· Extractor Tool

· Bolt Retractor

· Spare Bolt, Spare Magazine Mag-guide

· Scope mount decoupler

· Zeroing tool

· Cleaning set

· Micro-fusion welder

· EMP Calibrator tool

(This Toolkit can be purchased from KiSteer Industries or any reputable arms dealer)
Procedure for disassembly:
Make sure magazine and breech are empty of rounds before proceeding!
Step 1: 
Remove scope mount. This is done using the scope mount decoupler. Position the scope mount decoupler into the 4 locking lugs on the scope mount and gently detach the scope mount, you will hear a slight pop as the lugs detach from the main body of the rifle.
Step 2:
Using the appropriate micro driver (size 4), unscrew the 6 bolts that lock the receiver and barrel assembly to the stock. These bolts can be found on the underside of the weapons furniture. 2 are at the front of the stock, 2 at the rear and the final 2 can be found either side of the front end of the furniture. Once this is done the breech, barrel assembly will separate from the furniture and the recoil tube. Slide the furniture backwards slightly and lift, this will uncouple it and allow the assembly to lift away smoothly from the receiver.
Step 3:
Use the mag ratchet to remove the compression bolts on the butt plate, this will allow you to remove the shock absorber in the stock. Once removed, this can be disassembled using the size 1 and 2 micro drivers and a size 2 hydro spanner.
Step 4:
To remove the receiver assembly from the barrel, you need to decouple them. Place the mag-ratchet decoupler over the barrel at the join with the receiver, adjust to fit, then gently turn, the barrel will click once it is released and will come free from the receiver.
Step 5: 
To disassemble the receiver, undo the 4 screws on the base, this will drop the magazine, trigger and bolt assembly free from the upper body of the receiver. Use the bolt retractor to pull the bolt into the removal position and slide it out of the receiver. (The bolt cannot be further stripped, if corroded or damaged, replace the bolt) The Magazine and trigger assembly should now be accessible. Use the cleaning kit to clean and lubricate these 3 components and then reassemble, checking that the magazine mag-guide is still in working order.
Step 6: 
Clean the upper areas and cocking mechanism of the receiver, and then reassemble the receiver.
Step 7:
Use the cleaning kit and associated mag-rods to clean and lubricate the barrel and recoil tube, this should ideally be done after every 1000 rounds. When cleaning the barrel, make sure the EMP system is still in working order, to test, use the EMP Calibrator tool to make sure it is in working order.
Procedure for reassembly:
Step 1: 
Reassemble the recoil absorber, and re attach into the rear of the stock. Use the mag ratchet to re-attach and tighten the two compression bolts.
Step 2: 
Recouple the barrel assembly to the receiver, link them together at 45 degrees from each other and use the mag-ratchet decoupler to turn the barrel assembly, it will click once in position, the barrel and receiver are now coupled together.
Step 3:
Drop the receiver and barrel assembly back into the groove in the furniture and slide backwards, this will lock them into the stock. Using the size 4 micro driver, re attach the six bolts to lock the furniture to the receiver and barrel assembly.
Step 4:
Reattach the scope. Carefully position it over the lug mounting holes on the rear of the receiver. Using the scope mount decoupler, place it on the 4 lugs and gently re-connect them into the mounting points. 
Step 5:
Attach the zeroing tool to the scope and trigger assembly and adjust the scope wheels to re-zero the scope to the weapon, remove and replace back in the tool kit.
The weapon is now ready to be used.
