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Sir,

In accordance to your request, I have organized the summer camp for the younglings. It has taken place on Daleem, the throne world of House Satele Shan. I admit that after slight issues at the summer camp has proceeded smoothly.

Initially, the children were reluctant to learn that me and few other members of the Clan had to take care of them due to hired counselors going unexpectedly missing. Strangely, those people have been found just after the camp has finished. Still, coming back to the children, we have imposed harsh discipline and daily routine and all protesting children have been pacified in this way. They were simply too busy and too exhausted to complain at all. Now, I am convinced that they will never complain again, because they have been well-taught that service to the Clan is the highest virtue. If necessary, they shall never hesitate to sacrifice their lives for the best interest of Clan Odan-Urr.

We have set the camp up on the western coast of the supercontinent of Daleem, far from any settlements. We have decided to choose this specific location, in order to teach the campers how to survive without external help and how to cooperate with each other smoothly. In case of any significant danger, we could interveen at any time and if any child got wounded, we could call for medical transport. However, there were no accidents at all.

The campers woke up at 5:00 in the morning. The day started with slight warm-up in a form of five kilometers long run and warming exercises. All of the campers had to stay on the training grounds until everyone finished their training. Then, they had ten minutes to wash themselves in a shallow river nearby. Later, they ate a simple, but nutritious breakfast.

After the breakfast, the campers spent three hours on building the camp itself. They were tasked with creation of defense perimeter, to arrange tents, prepare a place to store food and water supplies and do all other necessary things to create a temporal, but easily defended place for living. We have pressed on both quality and tempo of works, while also preparing the campers for real life difficulties. Thus, we have not allowed them to stop works no matter of the circumstances, even, if it started to rain heavily.

At 10 a.m., when the camp works were done for a given day, we have allowed the children to have some fun.  It was the second time of the day, when they were allowed to leave the camp. They were tasked with gathering food for dinner by any means necessary. They could either hunt, fish or gather  fruits and herbs as long as they were able to prepare and use necessary tools on their own. Later, they had to cook the dinner without any help and to eat it no matter of its taste. Initially, each of the campers tried to get as much food for himself or herself, but we have quickly taught them to equally  share the food with weak ones, in order to teach them the principles of Clan Odan-Urr.

After eating the dinner, it was the time for another training session. It included running five kilometers, while wearing gear, and martial art practice. Later, the campers had ten minutes to wash themselves in the river, before they would have three hours for reading. They could choose between The art of war by Lithar Andaris and Principles of the Jedi by Vanguard Xantros, each accumulating around two hundred pages. Actually, they had to manage to read both books during the camp and they actually did. Some had to forget about sleep to achieve this goal, but they have not failed us in this matter.

In the evening, we allowed the campers to have another moment of fun. They could practice lightsaber combat with each other and the counselors. Certainly, the lightsabers were not real, but it was a real fun to beat each of them. 

Nights were devoted for sleep. However, the sleep was interrupted by alarms set in an irregular pattern. The campers were ordered to immediately leave their tents, if they had already managed to set them up, and appear in the rally point as soon as it was possible. The alarms were often repeated for multiple times during one night, especially if someone did not manage to follow the procedure in a set time.

Now, when reviewing the time of the summer camp, I am convinced that it has been a very fruitful period of our lives. The campers have been taught strong discipline in harsh conditions, unshaken loyalty to our Clan and how to survive no matter of the circumstances. Few more comps like this one and they will become really valuable assets to our Clan.
