Now, when the mission has been completed successfully, you dare to question my motives? You dare to question my actions and their sense? I hoped that you are different, Turel. I hoped that you, as the Consul of Clan Odan-Urr, would see through the curtain lies and incompetence of other people. I really believed you to more than that, but I have been grievely mistaken. However, I shall explain the depth and complexity of the situation to you, in hope that you will eventually understand that I was right all the time, even though I am afraid that I will get disappointed once again. Unfortunately, life is brutal and we hardly ever get what we really want to have.

Their plan had been based on false assumptions and it would have failed, resulting in great number of unnecessary casualties among members of our Clan, our allies and civilians, and in failure of whole mission, if I had not intervened. However, when I had tried to warn them about disastrous effects of their planned actions, no one had listened to me. Thus, I had to act in a proper manner, in order to prevent terrible outcome of the mission.

The only way to achieve my goal was to create a distraction that would be troubling enough to convince our enemies to dispatch most of their security forces to keep inhabitants of the nearby city under control. It had to be something really spectacular and dangerous, in order to make sure that people would start panicking.

I decided to plant several time bombs in various places of the city. I chose some of the most crowded places so that the number of casualties would be high enough to ignite mindless panic in the crowds. I focused on marketplaces, large streets and few squares, as they were full of people in the afternoons. I also planted few bombs next to headquarters of local gangs, in order to make them believe that they got attacked by hostile criminal groups and to convince them to retaliate against their enemies. I thought that full scale riots would be a nice addition to general panic in the city. I acted carefully, planting powerful explosive devices without bringing any attention to me and my plans. Fortunately, no one paid attention to me as people were busy with minding their own businesses and making deals with each other.

When the time came, all bombs were detonated at the same moment. Loud sounds of explosions shook multiple areas of the city. Citizens started running around in fear and the gangs attacked both each other and the civilians, as they blamed each other for explosions. Few minutes later, the nearby garrison alarmed by the surveillance cameras dispatched multiple trooper squads to bring peace to the city. It was not an easy task. Numerous people got wounded or killed as a result of explosions and firefights in the streets. Fights between gangs did not help as they often temporarily united against their common enemy, the security forces.

I also added few more little bits to general chaos. I shot down more or less fifty security guards and some civilians as well. I also threw five thermal detonators in the crowds, killing even more people and causing the panic to burst out again, when people seemed to calm down a bit too much already. All my efforts bought the strike team of our Clan few additional hours to infiltrate the base, to obtain necessary information and to capture the scientists they were looking for.

I repeat, my intervention has resulted in the success of our mission. Ironically, the massacre that I am responsible for was the only way to prevent another massacre on much, much larger scale. As far as I know, as a Jedi, you would feel it even from a different planet far far away from the place, where the biological weapon would be utilized. It was another reason that convinced me to act before it would be too late. If the death of billions people incapacitated you for some time, it might have been dangerous for our Clan, especially during another mission or even the war. While I put some degree of trust towards leaders and members of our Clan, I have seen them unable to come up with a good plan and to stick to it on numerous occasions. Lack of efficient leadership would be disastrous for Clan Odan-Urr and I will not stay here forever to help you and to keep you alive.

You still do not understand why did I do that? Let me give you another reason. This scientist has been working for the Sith and the citizens of this city serve the Sith, even if somehow indirectly and partially unwillingly. If I did not do that to them, sooner or later they would do that to us or to our allies. I just got there first and it brought some positive results, which I am satisfied with.

However, I am not satisfied with your accusations. What I did, I did for our Clan and our cause, which is to get rid of a threat posed by the Sith, as it seems that I have to remind you that. Our ultimate goal is to bring peace to the Galaxy by eliminating any evildoer, especially powerful ones like the Sith. Thus, I only did what was necessary to further our cause and to bring us one step closer to wiping out the Sith from the face of the Universe.
