Justification for acts of atrocities is something that people often wonder about. How does one who commits such acts sleep at night? He was raised and tempered in the Dark side of the Force, from his upbringing on Onderon to his early career as an Imperial Officer. He has been fully immersed and indoctrinated both in the Dark and the Imperial mindset.


The Republic must be crushed, Imperial law is the only true law of the galaxy. The false government set up by the New Republic is nothing more than a farce created by terrorists who committed acts of treason against the Empire and killed the Emperor. The Jedi who serve the Republic are charlatans, peddling their cheap philosophies across the galaxy.


To have passion, yet to not use it limits your power. To have anger and rage, but to suppress them denies you a powerful tool that taps into your primal nature and allows you to more fully touch the Force. The Dark side is not to be feared, it is to be revered, respected, and if you're worthy, used to accomplish your goals.


Kromtal views the cult of death within Tarentum as a more efficient and humane way to wage wars. While the Jedi and the Republic continue to throw living troops at the Brotherhood, those in Tarentum have learned to minimize the loss of life by simply reanimating the fallen to use once again. What his enemies view as an atrocity, Kromtal views as an innovation that saves lives. What is already dead cannot become more dead. By utilizing the dead to fight his battles Kromtal feels like he is actually saving lives.
