Since 34ABY Battle Team Shadow Guard of House Imperium were used to strike from the shadows as deep infiltrators, where they were tasked with sneaking over enemy lines to take out the enemy leadership and key figures within their ranks. 

Following the aftermath of the destuction of Judecca in 35ABY and the reformation of The Empire, there was a need for some of Clan Scholae Palatinae's sub units to also be restructured.

Commander Dek Ironius II was appointed leadership of Battleteam Shadow Guard and set in motion plans to reinvent and completely overhaul the roles in which The Shadow Guard would fulfill within the new Empire, thus Battleteam Crucesignatus Imperialis were born.

The New Dawn
“We serve in the light to preserve the Empire”
The rebirth of the battleteam shall bring them from the shadows and into the light of the public eye.

They are to be the enforcers, messengers and apostles carrying out the will of the Emperor to uphold and protect the ideology of the Empire from threats both against and within, rooting out both corruption and heresey wherever it shall arise.

With this new guise comes many new duties and responsibilities, the Crucesignatus Imperialis have special decree from the Emperor himself and are authorised to oversee judicial proceedings in prosecuting those deemed as enemies of the Empire by any means necessary. They are granted with full autonomy in arresting, interrogating, detaining without trial and finally judgement if the need arises, without the need to go through the normal procedure of due process as they see fit.

The Crucesignatus Imperialis are a unit within Clan Scholae Palatinae, but its members are answerable only to the Emperor and their own leaders.

Althought not formally part of the military they are bound to the service of the Emperor and take direct orders from him throught the Imperator, leading many to believe them to be above both the military and law although this may not be the case.

Amongst their many duties akin to law enforcement they also serve as political commissars for the Empire to control and improve morale amongst citizens, even if only in prescence as a show of force to deter criminal activity amongst the populace. Spreading the good words of the Emperor and enforcing his decree within and on the borders of the current and future Empire.

The ranks of the Crucesignatus Imperialis are noted as some what informal, and majority hold the  same rank and title of  Warden  with the exception of two individuals. 
The battle team leader and his second in command who hold the titles of Grand High Marshall and Overseer.
