Xantros was not surprised by the fact that the assault against other Clans had been delayed. The rumours had been spreading about the war and the actual order to mobilize had been given out, but it had often happened before that start of the war machine had been delayed in order to prepare the Imperial Clan for the fight in a better way. Though the reason for the delay had not been provided for the public information, the Augur decided to spend the additional available time for further preparations, in order to make sure that he did all he could to remain alive and to further the agenda of the Empire.
