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As soon as Xantros managed to disable security systems in the prison facility of Meridian Space station, the prisoners were released from their cells. Immediately, they went rampage and strong riots started in the prison. While the first phase of his mission was complete, there was even more important task to be completed. He had to find prisoners of war that belong to the Dark Jedi Brotherhood or its Clans and to rescue them. Xantros decided to go for people he knew the best – members of the Imperial Army, who got imprisoned by the Collective during the war between Clan Scholae Palatinae and the Meraxis Empire on Ragnath, the moon of Seraph.
