Club Cosmos, Lyra Colony
Tucked away in a darkened corner of the colony, Club Cosmos seems to be bland and uninviting to newcomers. Built from several modified pre-made housing complexes, it completely blends into its surroundings, and is understandable if you did not pick it out during the daylight hours. But, if you decide to venture inside at night, you will be transported to a completely different dimension altogether and forget you are in Lyra. 
Entering the main hall, there are cloakrooms and impeccable restrooms, accompanied by surrealist paintings on the walls. Pushing open the double doors to the main lounge reveals a disorientating world of neon lights and bright colours. The 360-degree circle bar is the most popular hangout, with the regular cohort of scoundrels, smugglers and cold-hearted bounty hunters swapping adventures with the bartenders and waitresses. 
Around the outer walls, luxurious private booths are set up, allowing all different sorts of deals and proposals to take place. Through another set of double doors behind the bar is a comfortably furnished gambling den, where fortunes are won and lost on the roll of a dice or throw of a roulette ball. In this den, tempers can often flare up at any moment and weapons will be drawn, thus a small force of security guards and droids are posted here permanently to keep things reasonably civil amongst all the players.  
Finally, on the opposite wall a sliding metal door reveals a handcrafted wooden spiral staircase, which leads to an enclosed dance floor and a large covered outdoor balcony that surrounds all sides of the upper floor. The dance floor is full each and every night with DJ droids providing the music, while the balcony provides clients with sweeping views across the plateaus around Lyra Colony to the river and the mountain beyond.
